LAUER HISTORICAL FARM DEVELOPMENT UNDERWAY 

     As part of the Ottawa Metro Park on 

St. Rt. 81 east of Lima, the Lauer Histori-

cal Farm is under renovation and con-

struction after being placed on hold for 

10 years. Plans were initially envisioned 

in 2005, but had to be shelved due to the 

looming elimination of tangible personal 

property taxes, loss of local government 

funds, and several other budget issues.  

     The physical project re-started in April 

and will continue through the end of 

2017 with final touches completed in 

2018. The farm will feature a renovated 

homestead furnished with 1930õs and 

1940õs d®cor. Many of the furnishings 

are donated items, while some have 

been purchased through the Park District 

Foundation of  Allen County at reduced 

prices. Weõre still looking for period ap-

propriate items as would have been 

found in a typical farm home and farm 

operation. Cultural history and daily living 

will be presented as well as special 

events in the future. The 

World War II era will also be covered and 

the effects of the war on the family and 

family farm operations.  

     Programming will be a major part of 

the farm for all age groups. The farming 

operation will eventually be done with 

late 30õs and early 40õs farm equipment. 

Animals will be added to the farm in the 

future at least on a temporary or season-

al basis. The home and barn will be avail-

able as rental facilities and an outdoor 

wedding venue is included.  

     Please watch the progress (from a dis-

tance!) as we continue the work at the 

Lauer Historical Farm. It will become a 

showplace for Allen County and the entire 

region as it continues to be improved for 

many years to come.
